Modern Kazakh alphabet is based on Cyrillic alphabet. There are 42
letters in the Kazakh alphabet. The letters B, €, ¢, 11, 4, 11, 10, 51 are used only
in the words borrowed from the Russian language. Two letters b (sign of
softness), b (sign of separation) don’t have any meanings and are met only in
borrowed words. They are used to show softness and hardness of consonants
in the borrowed Russian words.In the Kazakh language the consonants are
fully under the impact of vowels and that is why the consonants which are
used with hard vowels become hard ones and the consonants which are used
with soft vowels become soft.
